During the month of March 2024, the plant pumped 41.042 million gallons from the well field and 36.007
million gallons of finished water. This is 5.1 million gallons less than March 2023.
The SSWC plant has been removed from Critical Review status.

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6. CAPITAL PLANNING

6.1 APPROVED CIP PROJECTS CURRENT STATUS

Meco Engineering has provided us with initial plans for well #11. Well #11 construction permit has been
approved and has been received at the plant. Flood Plain Permit has been received and is posted. MECO
Engineering has been on site and sample wells have been drilled.

6.2 DRAFT CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN

The CIP is a planning document that includes all projects anticipated to exceed $5,000 in cost over the next
five years. The CIP is an ongoing process and will be refined from time to time as projects are completed
and new issues are identified.
